Varietal: 100% Shiraz.  

 

Region: Rowland Flat, Barossa Valley.  

 

Vineyard and Vinification:  

The fruit from 8 year old vines was picked at 15.0°Baume late in the season 
for optimal flavour.    
Traditional techniques of hand plunging in open fermenters, basket pressing 
and non-filtration were employed to retain maximum flavour.    
Oak maturation of 12 months in various aged American, French and Hungarian 
hogsheads.  
 

Tasting Notes:  

“Leveret” is the name of a young hare, of which we see many amongst the 
vines.    
Vibrant deep purple hues with aromas of mulberry and plum abound  
Voluptuous fruit flavours with spice mint and chocolate.  

Alcohol: 15.0% v/v.  

Cellar: 3 to 10 years.
